KINGS WOOD OWNERS CORP EMERGENCY PLAN 
This emergency plan is a reference guide.

· Make sure the Kings Wood Property Manager has updated contact information for all family members residing in the apartment.

· Choose a meeting place that is a safe distance from your building for your family members if an emergency happens while your family is separated.

· Be prepared to help others.

ELECTRICAL FAILURE:

· Everyone should have at least one flashlight with new batteries in a designated place to be found easily.

· Portable radio ready with new batteries.

· Spare batteries for flashlight and rad io.

· Cell phone or non-cordless phone for emergency calling.

· Three days’ supply of non-perishable foods and MANUAL can-opener.

· Three days’ supply of emergency water.

· DO NOT FLUSH WATER DOWN TOILETS OR DRAINS UNLESS ABSOLUTELY NECESSARY (Cesspool Pump Station will not work without electricity, which can result in sewage back-up into the buildings.

FIRE:

FIRE BASIC PREPARATION:

· Every apartment must be equipped with at least one smoke detector no older than 7 years old.  Batteries must be changed 2xs per year (As you change your clocks, spring & fall, change your batteries) or have a New 10-year Sealed Battery Detector no older than 10 years old.

· Every apartment should have at least one fire extinguisher. (Check expiration date posted on the unit.)

· NO SMOKING ANYWHERE ON THE PROPERTY. Kings Wood is a SMOKE FREE COMMUNITY.
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· Never leave cooking unattended; and keep stovetops clean and free of items that can catch fire.

· Never overload electrical outlets.

· Replace any electrical cord that is cracked or frayed, and never run extension cords under rugs.  Also, only use power strips with circuit breakers.

· Never obstruct doorways or windows.

· Report any accumulation of rubbish or obstructions in hallways to the management office.

· Only install window gates if it is absolutely necessary with Board approval.

· Do not install window gates with key locks.

· Prepare an emergency escape route to use in the event of a fire in the building and the hallway.

· Choose a meeting place that is a safe distance from your building for your family members if an emergency happens while your family is separated.

· Always exercise care with candles (NO UNPROTECTED FLAME) and fresh cut decorative greens such as Christmas trees and holiday wreaths.  Always keep them planted or in water. Always keep them away from any flame.

IF A FIRE OCCURS:

· Stay calm and do not panic.

· Notify the fire department immediately.

· Flame, heat and smoke rise, therefore, generally a fire on the floor below your apartment presents a greater threat to your safety than a fire on a floor above your apartment.

· Do not overestimate your ability to put out a fire. Most fires cannot be easily or safely extinguished. Do not attempt to put the fire out once it begins to quickly spread.  If you attempt to put a fire out, make sure you have a clear path of retreat from the room.
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· If you are caught in heavy smoke conditions, get down on the floor and crawl. Take short breaths, breathing through your nose.

· If your clothes catch fire, don 't run. STOP, DROP AND ROLL.

· lf there is a fire in your apartment, the first step is to evacuate the unit. Close, but do not lock, all of the doors in the apartment. Alert others living in your building. Go down the stairwell and call the fire department from another building. Second step is to call the Superintendent 631-747-7582.

ACKNOWLEDGING A FIRE IN YOUR BUILDING:

· If the fire is in your building, first feel the doorknob and the space between the door and the frame with the back of your hand.  If the door is hot, do not open it and find another means of egress from the apartment such as a ladder out the window.

· If the door is not hot, and the hallway is not filled with smoke, exit the building using the stairs.  Alert the other residents in your hallway.

· Once outside, first call the fire department, second, call the Superintendent.

· Proceed to your family's designated meeting place outside of your building.

· If you become trapped in your apartment, open a window at the top to let out heat and smoke and at the bottom to breathe.

· If you cannot get out, wave a sheet out of the window.

· Once you have evacuated a building, do not go back into a fire for anything.

17.2 GAS LEAK:

· First contact PSEG for Emergency Gas.

· Second, contact the Superintendent 631-747-7582.
GAS / CARBON MONOXIDE SAFETY:
· Natural Gas/Carbon Monoxide detector in or within close proximity to kitchen.

· If there is any doubt about the safety of gas equipment, it should be turned off and not touched until checked by a competent installer, and remedial action taken as necessary.

· Ensure that anyone carrying out work on gas appliances, fittings and/or flues is a licensed and insured contractor.

· When replacing your gas stove, replace the flex-tube connection and gas shut off valve.

17.3 HU RRICANE/STORMS (Hurricane season is from June 1st to November 30th

· Hurricane Warning:  A warning that sustained winds 74 mph or higher associated with a hurricane are expected in 24 hours or less.

· Hurricane Watch:  An announcement that a hurricane condition poses a possible threat, generally within 36 hours.

· Tropical Storm Warning:  A warning of tropical storm conditions including sustained winds within the range of 39 to 73 mph within 24 hours or less.

· Tropical l Storm Watch:  An announcement that a tropical storm poses a threat to coastal areas generally within 36 hours.

· If you wait until a hurricane watch is posted, you are almost surely too late to prepare properly.

· Everyone should have at least one flashlight with new batteries in a designated place to be found easily.

· Portable radio ready with new batteries.

· Spare batteries for flashlight and radio.

· Cell phone or non-cordless phone for emergency calling.

· Three days’ supply of non-perishable foods and MANUAL can-opener.

· Emergency water supply for 72 hours.

· Sturdy garbage bags.

· First Aid Kit.

· Remove all furniture and objects from the terraces.

· Lock your terrace sliding door and place towels at the door bottom.
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· Turn off faucets und stoves.

· Close ALL you r  wi ndows and move to a wi ndowless room. If you do not have windowless room, at least hide behind an overturned table or a heavy sofa in case glass starts flying.

· If you might have to evacuate, have a "grab and run" bag ready with important items such as your renter’s insurance policy, prescription drugs, emergency contact phone number, eye glass (if needed), cash/credit card and one change of clothes.

· Designate an out of state family mem ber as a contact person. After a disaster, it's often easier to call long distance. Make sure everyone in the family knows the name, address and phone number of the contact person.

17.5 CHEMICAL/BIOLOGI CAL/RADIATION ATTACK:

For Americans, preparedness must now account for man-made disasters as well as natural ones. Knowing what to do during an emergency is an important part of being prepared and may make all the difference when seconds counts.

BASIC SURVIVAL:

· Fresh water, food, clean air and warmth.

· Keep at least three to five days of survival food & water.

· Improvise with cloth or dust masks to protect your mouth, nose, eyes and cuts in your skin.

· First Aid Kit, Prescription Drugs

· If you might have to evacuate, have a "grab and run" bag ready with imp01iant items such as your renters insurance policy, prescription drugs, emergency contact phone number, eye glass (if needed), cash/credit card and one change of clothes.

· Designate an out of state family member as a contact person. After a disaster, it's often easier to call long distance. Make sure everyone in the family knows the nan1e, address and phone number of the contact person.

BIOLOGICAL THREAT: A biological attack is the deliberate release of germs that make you sick. Many agents must be inhaled, enter through a cut in the skin or be eaten to make you sick. It will take time to determine exactly what the illness is. You should watch TV, listen to the radio, or check the Internet for official news.
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CHEMICAL THREAT:  A chemical attack is the deli berate release of a toxic gas, liquid or solid that can poison people and the environment.

· Possible Signs: Many people suffering from watery eyes, twitchi ng, choking, having trouble breathing or losing coordination.  Many sick or dead birds, fish or small animals are al so cause for suspicion.

· If you see signs of Chemical Attack:  Find Clean Air Quickly

NUCLEAR BLAST:  A nuclear blast is an explosion with intense light and heat, a damaging pressure wave of widespread radioactive material that can contaminate the air, water and ground surfaces for miles around.  During a nuclear incident, it is important to avoid radioactive material, if possible.  While experts may predict at this time that a nuclear attack is less likely than other types, terrorism by its nature is unpredictable.

· Better to go inside a building to limit the amount of radioactive material you are exposed to.  If you take shelter, go as far below ground as possible, close
windows and doors, turn off air conditioners, heaters, or other ventilation systems. Stay where you are, watch TV, listen to the radio, or check the Internet for official news as it becomes available.

· If you have a thick shield between yourself and the radioactive materials, more of the radiation will be absorbed by the shield, and you will be exposed to less.

· Use available information to assess the situation. If there is a significant radiation threat, health care authorities may or may not advise you to take potassium iodide. Potassium iodide is the same stuff added to your table salt to make it iodized.  It may or may not protect your thyroid gland, which is particularly vulnerable, from radioactive iodine exposure. Consider keeping potassium iodide in your emergency kit; learn what the appropriate doses are for each of your family members. For more information, see Potassium Iodide from Centers for Disease Control.

IF YOU BECOME AWARE OF AN UNUSUAL AND SUSPICIOUS SUBSTANCE NEARBY:

· Quickly get away.

· Protect yourself, cover your mouth and nose with layers of fabric that filter the air but still allow breathing.  Examples include two to three layers of cotton such as a t-shirt, handkerchief or towel.  Otherwise, several layers of tissue or paper towels may help.

· Wash with soap and water.
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· Contact a u thorites

· Watch TV, listen to rad io, or check the internet for official news and information including what the signs and symptoms of the disease are, if medications or vaccinations are being d distributed and where you should seek medical attention if you become sick.

· If you become sick seek emergency medical attention.

· Three days’ supply of non-perishable foods and MANUAL can-opener.

· Three days’ supply of emergency water.
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· Listen for the Snow  Plow to arrive at the property. Once the plow has cleared the snow behind your vehicle, move your vehicle so you r park ing space can be plowed. All attempts wi  ll be made to schedule a Bobcat to move the snow.
